Definitions and Current State of Medians and Boulevards
within Saskatoon

Median: A median is a paved, planted, or landscaped strip in the centre of a road. It
separates lanes of traffic going in opposite directions.

Boulevard: The boulevard is the area between the sidewalk and street curb that is
typically planted with grass and street trees. Boulevards are City of Saskatoon (City)
property, not private property.
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Boulevard maintenance (watering/mowing grass) by residents is not defined or
mandated in City bylaws or policies; however, has been an accepted expectation that
residents maintain boulevards in front or on the side of their property. There is no
approved service level or funding to maintain front boulevards; however, Parks does
maintain boulevards where there are no residences with frontage.
