Meewasin Valley Authority

The City and Meewasin have formalized their partnership through the
City-Meewasin Master Agreement and the establishment of the
Education, Experiences and Engagement Sub-Committee of the
Meewasin-City Steering Committee.

Northeast Swale Working
Group

The Northeast Swale Working Group was established to assess,
prioritize, and direct discussions regarding issues that have been
raised relating to the Northeast Swale. Representatives include the
Meewasin Valley Authority, The University of Saskatchewan, City
Council, the Northeast Swale Watchers, and City of Saskatoon
Administration.

Swale Research Partnership

The Swale Research Partnership was coordinated as a part of the
Memorandum of Understanding between the City and the University of
Saskatchewan. The City has received a final study which included
identification of education gaps and opportunities.
