The Traffic Amendment Bylaw, 2021

The Council of the City of Saskatoon enacts:

Short Title

1. This Bylaw may be cited as The Traffic Amendment Bylaw, 2021.

Purpose

2. The purpose of this Bylaw is to amend The Traffic Bylaw to prohibit the operation
of party bicycles and unregulated vehicles on streets and sidewalks within the City.

3. The Traffic Bylaw is amended in the manner set forth in this Bylaw.

Section 2 Amended
4. Subsection 2(1) is amended by adding the following after:

(@) clause (g9):

“gg.01) “party bicycle” means a party bicycle as defined in The
Bicycle Bylaw, 2020;”; and

(b)  clause (uu):
“uu.1) “unregulated vehicle” means a vehicle that is not more
specifically defined in or regulated by a City enactment;”.
Section 30 Amended

5. (1)  Subsection 30(1) is amended by adding “, unregulated vehicle, party
bicycle” after “motor vehicle” wherever it appears.

(2)  Subsection 30(2) is amended by adding “, unregulated vehicle or party
bicycle” after “motor vehicle” wherever it appears.
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New Section 34.2
6. The following section is added after section 34A:
“Party Bicycles and Unregulated Vehicles
34.2 A person shall not drive, park or use a party bicycle or unregulated vehicle
on any street.”.
Heading “Part VIl — Permitted Vehicle Weights and Dimensions on Streets”
Amended
7. The heading “Part VIl — Permitted Vehicle Weights and Dimensions on Streets” is
struck out and the heading “Part VII — Permitted Vehicles, Vehicle Weights and
Dimensions on Streets” is substituted.
Section 48 Amended
8. Subsection 48(1) is amended by:
(@)  striking out “or” in clause (b);
(b)  adding the following after clause (c) and before “to operate”:
“d) is a party bicycle; or

e) is an unregulated vehicle;”.
