Capacity  75 people 45 contracted beds, during cold weather they 
opened their chapel and allowed for a 3 hour 
warm up period to each person and offer of 
food/drink. 

61 contracted beds 
• 99 beds for emergency shelter and 

stabilization (intox) shelter combined 
• 68 supported living units 
• 58 independent living, below market rent units

Services   • Emergency shelter with 24-hour /7 days a 
week staffing 

• Includes caseworkers and links to other 
resources like housing, treatment, nursing, 
education and/or employment 

• Operates Emergency After Hours - an 
extension of the Ministry of Social Services - 
Income Assistance to 
provide emergency support to clients 
outside of the business hours of the 
Saskatoon Income Assistance office 

• Provides after hours emergency shelter 
authorization for men, women and families at 
other shelters/hotels. 

Shelter provides bed, meals, access to medical 
clinic and support to connect with other 
resources.

Clientele  Women and Children  Children Aged Birth to 12 Women and Children Fleeing

Services  • Short-term emergency shelter for women and 
children for up to 30 days, 24-hour /7 days a 
week staffing 

• Crisis counselling, referrals and connections to 
legal/medical/etc. 

• Provide wraparound supports including 
connection to employment, stabilization, housing 
plans, counselling for both shelter clients and 
long-term supported housing clients.  

 

Emergency 24/7 child care for 
children as families deal with 
crisis or other situations.  
Provide advocacy and other 
supports to families, including 
information and referrals.  

• Short-term emergency 
shelter for women and 
children  

• 24-hour /7 days a week

Approach  

Transitional housing program with 10 units for up 
to one year with supports provided for up to 14 
women.  

Work to support families to 
stay together.  

Transitional housing program 
through Adelle House – a 12-
unit apartment building offering 
low-cost supportive housing 
with counselling/outreach and 
in-house Coordinator

• Ministry of Social Services (6 youth beds)  
• Saskatchewan Health Authority 
(4 mental health beds) rent and fundraising to
