Regina

e Effective February 28™, in alighment with the provincial health orders, masks are no longer
required in City facilities or on Regina Transit, but are strongly encouraged.

Winnipeg
e Masks are strongly encouraged on Winnipeg Transit.
Toronto
e Effective June 11, 2022, masks or face coverings are no longer required

Ottawa
e Effective June 11, 2022, masks or face coverings are no longer required

Montreal
o Effective June 18, 2022, masks or face coverings are no longer required

Moncton

e Masks are not required.
