Dear Mayor and City Councillors,

It has come to my attention that the City of Saskatoon has fallen behind on funding levels for
attainable housing and for other resources used to help those experiencing homelessness. Due
to this lack of funding, it is my understanding that a couple of recommendations are being
considered during the budget meeting starting on November 28, 2022.

The recommendations being considered are:

1) A new mill rate contribution of $100,000 and a capital contribution of $300,000 toward the
Saskatoon Attainable Housing Program.

2) That a new capital project of $245,000 for the preparation of the new Housing Strategy.

3) That the Administration bring forward funding source options at the time this matter is at
Budget deliberations
