| am writing to you on behalf of the Saskatoon Destination Marketing Hotels Inc., a not-for-
profit organization representing 24 hotels and over 5,000 hotel rooms in Saskatoon. We are
the unified voice of hotel and hospitality leaders; our collective success is central to the
economic prosperity of tourism in Saskatoon.

The purpose of this letter is to fully support an exciting request from our partners at Discover
Saskatoon for support to host the 2025 [IHF World Junior Championships. Hockey Canada
has been requested by the IIHF to build a hosting plan for the 2025 IIHF World Junior
Championships. Discover Saskatoon and the Saskatoon Entertainment Group are requesting
a one-time investment of $500,000 from The City of Saskatoon to contribute to the revenue
targets required to successfully acquire this event for Saskatoon.
