Sanitary connection has
been relocated to the
northwest end of
Cartwright Street via a
trunk sewer. Local
sanitary servicing has
been revised and sanitary
subsystems remain
relatively the same.
Proposed storm water
systems were updated
and provisions were
added for existing and
future industrial lands that
could be serviced
northwest of the Willows
neighbourhood.
