1. That a five-year tax abatement, equivalent to 100% of the incremental Municipal and 

Library property taxes for the development of 115 Adolph Crescent, be approved, 
commencing in 2027; 

2. That Corporate Revenue be requested to submit an application under the Provincial 
Government’s Education Property Tax Exemption/Abatement Program seeking 
approval for a five-year tax abatement, equivalent to 100% of the incremental 
Education taxes, for the development of 115 Adolph Crescent; and 

3. That the City Solicitor be requested to prepare the appropriate agreements, and that 
Her Worship the Mayor and the City Clerk be authorized to execute the agreements 
under the Corporate Seal.
