Once | happened to look outside some time later, I noticed your officers outside and was
fortunate enough to happen to be able to flag one of them down. and was able to ask him to

talk, so | went downstairs to meet up.

Now | am sorry | did not get this officers name, but we did have a great, quick chat. This officer
took the time to chat with me, in a professional manor, and | only barely touched on the subject
of how | personally follow the organization and see what many people don't see due to your
posts, and that in itself is barely a fraction of what you actually go through.

From the initial phone call, the dispatcher was exiremely friendly, the officers that arrived made
the effort to enter the apartment building and check things out, to the one that | spent time

talking to...

I never made it quite clear to him how much you are all appreciated. | regret not getting this
officers' name, or properly thanking him. | understand this was at the low end of priorities, on a

Wednesday afternoon (although | know things happen at any given time or day)

But | know the SPS gets a lot of flack and disrespect, from people that just don'’t get it. Those
who just don't understand all what you do. (or maybe something to hide, but that's another

aspect). You are seriously underappreciated.

| just regret not conveying this to the officer in person, so | am saying it how broadly, not only to
him but your whole organization.
